e By entering this exhibition, you give NBO permission to use images on our website, in social media, on merchandise,
and in promotional materials with credit given when possible.

Entry Procedure

e All submissions must be submitted through NBO website https://nbo-exhibits.org/

e Link will be available from June 1%t - 30™"

e You may submit up to 3 works, one image per piece. No detail images.

e The committee encourages you to submit at least two works.

e S35 entry fee for NBO members, $20 for student / apprentice.

e Works must have been completed between 2019-2022.

e Image should be sized no smaller than 1920 pixels on the longest side, with a resolution of 72 ppi (standard web
resolution).
